Progress reports will be sent home this month. These are simply tools used to measure your child’s development and progress thus far.  If you have questions or concerns or would like a little more feedback regarding your child, please let your teacher know.  They will be glad to schedule a conference to discuss the details with you. If you still have questions, please come see me.  My door is always open.
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Vision Screening is scheduled for February 2nd & 3rd.    Each child in the 3’s and VPK will be screened.  Results will be sent home for children who may require additional testing.

In-house registration for the 2026-2027 school year begins on January 26th.  Registration will open to the public the following week.  I would advise registering with the “in-house” crowd to ensure that you receive your first preference.
